Quicker, easier payments
Before the end of  2017, the New Payments Platform (NPP) will transform the way 
Australians make payments. For the first time, it will be possible to transfer funds 
quickly and easily, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week – even between accounts at 
different banks. This initiative promises to bring value to members and is 
expected to be rapidly adopted.

Amongst the NPP’s key features available at 
launch will be a centralised addressing service 
allowing payments to be delivered to a user-
friendly alias such as a mobile number or email 
address rather than the BSB and account 
numbers.

Osko

The initial NPP service will be branded as 
‘Osko’ and GMCU will offer this service 
through your Internet Banking logon.

Future developments

More services will be added over time and 
could include sending documents with your 
payment (like a receipt or payslip), or 
requesting payments with an attached invoice.

What to watch out for

We expect that online scammers will be 
watching the launch of NPP and Osko in 
Australia, and looking for opportunities.

We recommend taking these steps to make 
sure your online payments are safe;

tips

Never disclose your security details

Such as your PIN or banking password.

Don't assume an email, text or phone call is authentic

Obtain their phone number from a legitimate source and call them to confirm.

Don't be rushed

A genuine organisation won’t mind waiting.

Listen to your instincts

You know if something doesn’t feel right.

Stay in control

Don't panic, and make the right decision.

Stop and think

In a recent UK study, one in four victims of 
online scams knew immediately they’d made a 
mistake.

Never be afraid to ask a friend or family 
member to check a deal if you feel unsure.

Alerts will be managed by logging into Internet Banking and selecting the 
alerts you want to recieve.

We will provide more information about this new service later in the year.

Self  Serve International Payments

Internet Banking users can now process International transfers up to $2,500.

Users must be registered to receive SMS One Time Passwords to use this 
service.
